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dollars, to be paid to her half-yearly so long as she shall
continue the wife or widow of her present husband.

Seventeenth. 1 give and bequeath unto my nephew,
Major Robert Manners, and to my niece, Julia Manners,
children of my sister, Mrs. Mary Manners, now residing
near Rochester, Kent, England, annuities or yearly sums
of nine hundred dollars each, to be paid to my said
nephew half-yearly, for and during his natural life, and
to my niece so long as she shall continue single and

unmarried.

Eighteenth. 1 give and bequeath unto my niece Julia
W. Biddle, wife of Colonel Alexander Biddle, of the city
of Philadelphia, and daughter of my late brother Samuel
Rush, an annuity of eighteen hundred dollars, to be paid
to her half-yearly so long as she shall continue the wife
or the widow of her present husband.

Nineteenth. 1 give and bequeath my four Ridgway
silver dishes to my brother-in-law, John J. Ridgway,
now residing in Paris.

Twentieth. 1 give and bequeath all the personal wear-
ing apparel, watches, jewelry, trinkets, &c., of my late
wife and of myself, to my executor, to be disposed of
according to verbal directions which I have given him, but
without any obligation to account to any person whatever
for them or any of them, or for the disposition thereof.

Twenty-first. As the delays of the law, of the courts,
or of the lawyers may prevent me from disposing in my
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
