Philadelphia is to be found in the Twenty-first
and Twenty-second Wards, along the banks of the
Schuylkill river. In these Wards, various camps
heve been established by regiments in course of
formation, and this morning we present to the
readers of THE INQUIRER & view of the location
of some of the more prominent military head-
quarters.

On either side of the Depot of the Ridge Avenue
Raulroad, (Girard College), are the camps of Col.

They are beyond
the built-up portion of Philadelphia, in the green
fields, through which streets have been projected
but notlaid out. They are the two nearest camps
to the heart of the city in this direction, and are
styled Camps Barrier and Epwarps, the for-

Col. McLEAN 1 a more digtant and

more romantic location, being on the right bank
of the Schuylkill river, a short distance below the

mouth of the Wissahickon. The ground is admi-
' rably adapted for the purpose, being a geatle
declivity. The tents are arranged with striking
regulsrity, and the requirements of camp life
are strictly observed.

Col GEEGORY, now forming a regiment from
members of the different Home Guard organiza
tions in the city, has engaged the ground imme-
diately opposite the depot He has not yet taken
possession, but will do so, it is understood, at an
early day.

The camp marked on the map as being on
Edgely lape, bas just been broken up, Colonel
JNo A. KorrEes having left with five companies
of bis regiment for Washivgton, to jsiu BLENK-
ER’S Brigade.

While the hearts of the people are overflowing with gratitude to God, for his great gift of Victory
to our Patriot Armies, we should not forget our duties to the brave men who will soon be returning
from the fields they have won, disabled by honorable wounds from the active pursuits of their

professions.

AMERICA must be the only First-Class Power in the
World. Our Barrott guns are superior to those of Napo-
leon. Hurrah for Parrott! Our Dahlgren guns beat
Armstrong, and throw Blakeley into the shade. Hurrah
for Dahlgren! James’s projectiles and Sharp’s rifles are
both American institutions. Hurrah for the American
navy—hurrah! The navy of Europe is an ark. The Mo-
nitor and the Stevens’ Battery could destroy it in less
than forty days. (Oh, and laughter.) Why have we not
been a first-rate power? Because we had no navy. But
the times are changing—a year since our navy was a
ghost—now it is a well-organized skeleton. Let citizen
Lincoln hurry up its iron flesh—its steel sinews—and put
life into it in the shape of steam. (Cheers.) We must
have a navy larger than England, larger than France—
never mind the expense. We—the people—pay the bills,
(Hear.) Nations are powerful in proportion to their na-
vies. (Hear.) Peter the Great was a ship-builder—his
power was based upon his navy. Genoa was prosperous
with a navy—so was Venice, Holland, and Portugal.
They lost their power when they lost their navies. Who
once owned South America, Mexico, Louisiana, Florida,
and Gibraltar?—Spain. The Spanish Armada was sunk,
and Spain lost her colonies when she lost her navy! Na-
poleon sighed fora navy—France wanted ships, commerce,
and colonies, and organized armies. England had ships,
colonies, commerce, and organized navies.

‘Georges, and the Victorias. (Cheers.) If History is Phi-
losophy teaching by example, Americans are Philoso-
phers. The irrepressible conflict is close at hand—the
battle prize is the dominion of the universal ocean. Our
Drakes, Duncans, Jervises, Collingwoods, and Nelsons are
all still alive. Yours are dead. Monuments never fight.
Live men compose our navy. Our Duponts, and Porters,
and Wordens, and Farragut are worthy successors of our
Decaturs, Paul Jones, Bainbridges, Lawrences, Perrys,
and Porters—(cheers)—Iurrah for the American navy!
A change is on the world—America has toadied England
long enough—our people, thank God, at last are emanci-
pated. England can no longer irritate us. Hail to our
gallant navy! Our people must pass a law compelling
every merchant ship to take from five to ten apprentices.
Let them wear the navy buttons—the captain must be
responsible, and the ship-owner must pay the bills. We
want a militia of the seas. (Cheers.) Our sailors must
be on the ocean what our volunteers are on the land. We
must have anavy. Ourimprovised gunboats have earned,
in co-operation with the army of the Constitution, im-
mortal fume. Who won laurels at Fort Ilenry?—the
Gunboats. Whoat Fort Donelson?—the Gunboats. Who
captured the islands on the Great River ?—our Gunboats.
Who gave victory to our arms at Pittsburg Landing?—
our gallant Gunboats.

—Roanoke—Pulaski?—our Gunboats. And who, pray,

took New Orleans?—I answer, our unconquerable Gun-
boats. Vicksburg fell, Natchez capitulated, and Mem-
phis surrendered to our navy! Our sailors are as brave
as our soldiers are bold. Our gunboats are manned by
regiments of Casibiancas! Long ere this our gunboats
have battered down treason to Mobile, Savannab, and
Charleston. (Cheers.) America is emancipated. Eng-
land is not our mother. America has passed out of lead-
ing strings. Cut the connecting links of the gunboat ca-
nal through from the Atlantic to the Mississippi. Make
a passage along the Lakes, and do it at once. The people
pay the bills. Cut another canal to connect the rivers
with New Orleans via Carolina, and let our gunboats have
a race courge inside our empire. (Cheers.) The people
of America never call each other the mob. (Cheers.) It
is not allowed. Some day the people here will not per-
mit the London “Times” to call them the mob. (Shame,
and hear.) We want two hundred more Galenas, Nauga-
tucks, Ironsides, and Monitors. We have now fifty, and
must have 100,000 sailors to compose our militia of the
seas. Englishmen, you have lost a great opportunity.
We proffered friendship. You declined. You thought
we were on our death-bed, and you crept into our room
in the dark; but the dagger was withheld—when the
rebels were given up. Iago was a contemptible charac-
ter. Weare well now—we look you in the face—and you
are agshamed. Your abolition sentiments were too base to
be called by the more Christian name of hypocrisy. You
preached abolition because you thought that was the
bone of contention that would ruin our Republic. (Oh,
and hisses.) We have discovered how dishonest has been
your action. You played a deep game, but we caught
you packing the cards.

1 have the statement:—12 steamars, 9 ships, 10 propell-
ers, 13 barks, 11 sloops, and 112 schooners—(cheers)—va-~
lued at some fifteen millions of dollars. The pirate firm
must be bankrupt since the capture of the steamships
Patras, Circassian, Bermuda, Nassau, Cambria, and Stet-
tin. (Applause.) Those steamers have changed hands.
The Battle of the Seas must be fought over—we have al-
ready had too many words—we must come to blows.
(Hear.) We have toadied you long enough—you must
now follow our example. Earl Russell said we were
fighting for Empire. He is right—the Empire of the
Seas! Once you kept us always in a fever—now we in-
tend to make your sleep restless. Once you were our
superiors—now we are yours. (Oh, and cheers.) Once
we thought you were great, fair, honest—now we see
through your disguise. Providence smiles lovingly upon
its chosen people—but frowns upon other lands. I see
no sunshine to-day in this hemisphere. England is short
of corn, short of cotton, and there is a famine of liberty in
the land. (IHear.) All looks dark and gloomy in Europe
—all looks happy and joyful in America. How Russia
shakes with the upheaving masses whose liberation has
startled the nobles from their slumbers! How Italy
trembles under the cries of subdued revolution! How
Germany quivers with the underground swell of Demo-
cracy! (Hear.) And France, too, and China, with Tar-
tars waging war with Taepings—and Turks measuring
arms with Montenegrins—while America cheers lustily
for liberty, self-confident that she possesses the largest
head and the best quality of brain in the Phrenology of
nations. (Loud cheers and applause.)

SUGGESTIONS TO OFFICERS ISSUING ORDNANCE PROPERTY.

Whenever an officer issues, transfers, or turns over to another person any Ordnance or Ordnance Stores, it must be done in compliance with
proper authority. (See notes on the printed form of Invoice 2 (b.)

When the transfer or ssue takes place, he must deliver, with the property, duplicate invoices of it, made out according to Form 2 (b;) and
upon receipt of the Stores, the receiving officer will return receipts in duplicate, according to Form 7 (a.)

But where the Stores are turned over to the Quartermaster’s Department for transportation to the officer to whom they are addressed, the
Quartermaster will be furnished with duplicate invoices, according to Form 2 (4,) and a third will be transmitted by mail to the officer who is to
receipt for the Stores.

Officers turning over Stores in this way to a Quartermaster, should take a receipt from him for the exact number of packages shipped, so that
iu case the Stores are lost while in charge of the Quartermaster’s Department, the issuing officer may have a legal proof that the Stores were
actually put in possession of that Department. 5 i :

Officers issuing, or transferring property as described above, should preserve with care all receipts obtained for it. They should remember that
these are the legal evidences of the transaction, and that they must be filed as vouchers, to substantiate the statements concerning issues which they
make on the Property Return.

Unless the receipt accompanies the Return, or some other evidence that the issue was made as stated, (see paragraph 39, Instructions for
making Ordnance Returns,) the money value of the articles will be stopped against the pay of the issuing officer by the Treasury Department,
on the adjustment of his accounts.

All Pennsylvania Volunteers mustered into the service of the United States from the
commencement of the war, are entitled to have their names inscribed on the Rolls of Honor
to be deposited in Independence Hall,

The Committee to arrange the Rolls. preparatory to their engrossment in the parchment
books, have prepared the necessary blanks for delivery to regimental officers, captains of
companies, and officers recruiting for old regiments now in the field, who are requested
to have them filled and returned to the Committee as soon as practicable.

The Rolls will contain the name, age, birthplace, residence, occupation and term of
enlistment of every officer and private, with the letter of the company and the number of
the regiment in which he enlists. A large number of the volunteers have families dependent
upon them, to whom it may be the duty of the public to extend such aid hereafter as
circumstances require. In every case, therefore, where the soldier leaves a wife and children,
or either, the fact will be noted, and the number and sexes of his children entered on the
Roll, together with the range of their ages—)

If a soldier dies, or is wounded in the service, or is honorably or otherwise discharged,

the fact, as it may hereafter appear from the official report, will be entered on the Rolls
opposite his name.

The Rolls are intended to present a faithful record of the career of every volunteer
from Pennsylvania during his term of service; and it is hoped that regimental and line
officers will facilitate the object, and that the name of no man who serves his country in
the present war will be omitted from its history.

The blanks will be delivered on application at the rooms of the Board of Trade,
No. 505 Chestnut street, on and after Thursday, the 28th of August, 1862.

2. Parties presenting Stamps for redemption must separate them according to the
different denominations, and enclose each in a small parcel and endorse thereon the
value and amount of the same, —the parcels must then be enclosed in one large envelope
or wrapper, sealed, and the aggregate value of the whole marked thereon, with the
name, residence and place of business of the party owning the same.

3. But one deposit of stamps will be allowed by or received from the same party,
firm or association. The parcels as received will be numbered regularly and a check or
receipt with a corresponding number and name thereon given to the applicant.

4. When payments are ready to be made the public will be notified thereof by
notice posted in the avenue of the Post Office of the numbers ready for delivery, when
the holders thereof may receive their payments in Government Notes or Postage ‘Cur-
rency, on surrendering the receipts held by them.

Improved Camp Chest and Cooking Range.

The combined camp chest, table and cooking range
here illustrated, was invented by Horace W. Ball, of
this city. We have examined it, and consider it a
remarkably ingenious and convenient arrangement.
The table is entirely detached from the chest, and
while it folds into a very small space, is peculiarly
rigid and strong when put together. The articles
seem to be all of excellent quality and calculated to
prove serviceable in actual use ; the reputation of the
eminent firm who offer the chest for sale being a
guarantee for fidelity in this respect.

The great features of this combination camp chest
and cooking rangeare : First, The table, with legs de-
tached, folds and is made to fit in the lid of the chest,
occupying a depth
of two inches only,
and yet is firm and
immovable when
placed. Second, The
range is construct-
ed for boiling, fry-
ing and stewing at
the same time. The
capacity of the boil-
er is 10 gallons;
when not in use,
the range, with the
top reversed—being
made equal to the
dimensions of the
chest-—can be placed
inside,’and the in-
terior affords space

for packing the ¢
utensils, precisely \\\
as if it were a tin N

lining for the case.
The camp chest is a
strong box of black
walnut with pad-
lock ; dimensions,
15 inches wide ;12
inches high; and
34 inches long. It
contains all neces-
sary culinary uten-
sils, besides 3 camp
stools and a hatchet and saw.

A patent for the poitable camp range was granted
through the Scientific American Patent Agency, and
application has been made for a patent on the table
and chest. The chest, with its contents complete, is
manufactured and sold by Ball, Black & Co., b65
Broadway, New York, and further information in re-
lation to the matter may be obtained by addressing
the inventor, Horace W. Ball, at the same place.

Messrs. Ball, Black & Co., have completed the
manufacture of a magnificent camp chest for Major
Gen. Wool. It contains com-
plete sets of breakfast, dinner
and supper service, liquor flasks,
tea kettles, stove and boiler,
canteens, hatchet, twelve camp
stools, wash-bowl and a com-
plete set of cooking utensils.

The accompanying engrav-
ings illustrate a very ingeniouns
improvement in camp stools.
From the form into which it
folds it is peculiarly adapted for
packing in chests or trunks for
army purposes or for travel-
ing. The legs are framed to-
gether in two pairs or leaves,
each of which i3 hinged to the
seat, as shown in Fig. 1. In
the legs of one leaf are long
slots, a a, through which stout
screws, b b, are passed into the

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VIEW OF IRON PLATES CONNECTED

IRﬂN-CLAD WAR STEAMEB,'NOW BUILDING IN PHILADELPHIA.

‘W e present to-day cuts deseriptive of the iron-
clad war steamer, now building in Kensington,
at the yard of Messrs. OrAMP? & Son. The whole
frame, which is entirely solid, is in position, and
rapid advanee: is being made towards the plank,
ing. The build is quite peculiar, being exceed-
ing flat-bot tomed; and hayving the sternrounded
in the style of two hundred years ago. Her whole
appearance indicates great strength. Even now,
before being iron-clad, she is apparently twice as
strong as any vessel ever built. The plates in-
tended to be used in the casing of the frigate are
of superior manufacture, and altogether weigh
seven hundred and fifty tons. The Bristol
‘Works, near our city, have contracted to furnish-
one-half of the plates, and BAILey, Brown &
Co., of Pittsburg, the other half.

The heaviest plate yet prepared weighs six
thousand nine hundred and eighty-eight pounds;
the lightest six thousand two hundrcs and forty-
eight. These plates are conmected by a steel
section, and fastened to the timber of the vessel
by heavy screw bolts. The ship has two floor
timbers to each frame, each forty feet long,
eighteen inches deep, and thirteen inches thick.
The balance of the frame is ten inches thick, and
tapers from seventeen-and-a-half inches at the
floor-head to seven inches at the plank-sheer.

The spar deck will be covered fore and aft with
one inch iron-plates before ‘the deck plank is put
on. She will be provided with an extra steering
apparatus, so arranged that she can work without
the rudder, if necessary. The weight of the hull
of this vessel will be 1970 tons, and the iron
plating 820 tons, makimg a total of 3830 tons.
Her draught of water will be fifteen feet. When
eompleted, she will be two hundred and forty-
five feet long, fifty-seven feef six inches beam and
Iwenty-five feet depth of hold. Hermachinery is
being constructed by the Messrs MERRICK, of |
Southwark.

17. The ceremony of the day will close with a grand display of fireworks,
under the supervision of Professor Jackson, at Fairmount Park. The exhibi-
tion will commence at 8% o’clock P. M.

18. Commanding officers of regiments late in the service of the United
States are requested to furnish their Color Bearers and Guards who design
participating in the ceremonies with such credentials as will satisfy the Com-
mittee, to whom they report, that they are authorized to receive the Colors
and entitled to quarters and subsistence. :

The Ladies Visiting Committee of the Soldiers’ Home, in the City of Philadelphia, pro-
pose to open a National Fair at the Academy of Music, on the twenty-third day of October next, for

the purpose of raising a BuiLpina and Expowmext Fuxp for the Institution with which they are

connected.

The undersigned commend this project to the favorable notice of their fellow-citizens of the

United States.

The Soldiers’ Home has been incorporated by the State of Pennsylvania, for the relief of Soldiers
and Seamen who have been honorably discharged from, and the children of those who have died in, the

service of the Country.

The Cooper Shop Soldiers’ Home has been merged in this Institution by Legislative authority, and
is now in successful operation. But as the Building now occupied, at the corner of Race and Crown
Streets, is entirely inadequate to the necessities of the Home, the Managers have given their sanction to

the proposed Fair.

Although the Home is located in Philadelphia, its benefactions are not limited by State boundaries.

Its doors are freely opened to every deserving Soldier and Sailor of the Republic who seeks admission.

The management contemplates an Industrial Department in the Institution, in which the inmates
who are able to work at their trades may find employment, and thus be relieved from the position of
mere dependents on public charity. 1t contemplates also a department where children of those who
