the Firft, atter the Con-

queft, as 1s given by
the Statute of JJefi-
minfter the firlt, for
that 2 Writ of Right is
the molt high Writ in
its Nature that may
be. And by fuch a
Writ a Man may rc-
cover his Right of the
Pofieflion of his Ance-
ftors ot the ‘moft an-
ciecnt Time that any
Man may by any Writ
by the Law,¢5¢c. Andin-
fomuch that it is given
by the faid Eftatute,
that in a Writ of Right
none fhall be heard to

demand of the Seifin of

his Anceftors of longer
Time than of the Time
of King Richard afore-
faid; therefore this is
proved, that Continu-
ance of Pofleffion, ot
other Cuftomsand Ufa-
ges ufed after the fame
Time, is the Title of
